The above results have been reviewed by the Audit Committee and have been approved and taken on record by the Board of Directors at their respective meetings held on
October 19, 2021. The Statutory Auditors of the Company have carried out limited review of the aforesaid results.

These financial results together with the results for the comparative reporting periods have been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement principles laid
down in Indian Accounting Standard 34 - Interim Financial Reporting as prescribed under Section 133 of the Companies Act, 2013 (the “Act”) read with Companies (Indian
Accounting Standards), Rules 2015, amended from time to time, and other accounting principles generally accepted in India and in compliance with Regulation 52 of the SEBI
(Listing Obligations and Disclosures Requirements) Regulations, 2015, as amended. The financial results have been prepared on historical cost basis except for certain financial
instruments measured at fair value in accordance with the requirement of Ind AS.

The Company is regulated by the Reserve Bank of India (‘RBI’). The RBI periodically issues / amends directions, regulations and / or guidance (collectively “Regulatory Framework”)
covering various aspects of the operation of the Company, including those relating to accounting for certain types of transactions. The Regulatory Framework contains specific
instructions that need to be followed by the Company in preparing its financial statements. The financial results for the current and previous periods may need to undergo changes
in measurement and / or presentation upon receipt of clarifications on the Regulatory Framework or changes thereto.

Consequent to the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic, the Indian government announced a lockdown in March 2020. Subsequently, the national lockdown was lifted by the
government, but regional lockdowns continue to be implemented in areas with a significant number of COVID-19 cases. The impact of COVID-19, including changes in customer
behaviour and pandemic fears, as well as restrictions on business and individual activities, has led to significant volatility in global and Indian financial markets and a significant
decrease in global and local economic activities. This may lead to a rise in the number of borrowers defaults and consequently an increase in corresponding provisions. The extent
to which the COVID-19 pandemic, including the current “second wave” that has significantly increased the number of cases in India, will continue to impact the Company's
performance will depend on ongoing as well as future developments, which are highly uncertain, including, among other things, any new information concerning the severity of the
COVID-19 pandemic and any action to contain its spread or mitigate its impact whether government-mandated or elected by us.

The Company has assessed the potential impact of COVID-19 on the carrying value of its assets based on relevant internal and external factors / information available, upto the
date of approval of these financial results. In order to cover the impact of COVID-19 on the future expected credit losses, the Company is carrying a provision of Rs. 3,500 lakh as
on September 30, 2021 (For the year ended March 31, 2021 Rs 3,500 lakh).

The Company is engaged in the business of lending and has only one "business segment".

The Indian Parliament has approved the Code on Social Security, 2020 which would impact the contributions by the Company towards Provident Fund and Gratuity. The Ministry of
Labour and Employment has released draft rules for the Code on Social Security, 2020 on November 13, 2020, and has invited suggestions from stakeholders which are under
active consideration by the Ministry. The Company will assess the impact and its evaluation once the subject rules are notified and will give appropriate impact in its financial
results in the period in which, the Code becomes effective and the related rules to determine the financial impact are published.

During the quarter ended September 30, 2021, the Company has raised funds through the right issue, amounting to Rs.31,003 lakhs through allotment of 7,12,70,000 equity shares
of face value Rs. 10 each fully paid up, at a price of Rs. 43.50 each, including a premium of Rs.33.50 each.

Additional Information

The funds raised through the issue of Non-Convertible Debt Securities, after meeting the expenditures of and related to the
issue, have been used for our various activities, including lending and investments, to repay the existing loans, business
operations including capital expenditure and working capital requirements.Also as per investment policy of the company,
approved by the Board of Directors of the Company, the Company has invested funds in interest bearing liquid instruments
pending utilisation of the proceeds for the purpose described in debenture trustee deeds.

Privately Placed Non-Convertible Debentures are secured by pari passu charge on specified class of assets i.e. receivables and
book debts arising out of Secured/Unsecured loans, investments in nature of credit substitutes, mutual funds G-Sec, T-bills,
lease and hire purchase receivables, Trade advances & bill discounting facility extended to borrower and sundry debtors and
other current assets of the Company.

There was no deviation in the use of the proceeds of the issue of Non Convertible Debt Securities.

The Company had raised Rs.18,000 lakh (~$25 million) through its maiden green bond with a tenor of five years, from FMO
(Nederlandse Financierings - Maatschappij voor Ontwikkelingslanden N.V.), the Netherlands based Development bank during
the financial year 2018-19. As on September 30, 2021, the proceeds from the Bonds have continued to be utilised towards
financing eligible green projects in the renewable energy space.
