ITINERARY
September 2010

Wed15th: Mumbai to Venice (via Istanbul).
Arrive Venice and transfer to hotel. The afternoon is at leisure. Overnight at hotel (dinner).

Thu16th: Venice.
Venice is built on water, so there are no vehicles. You either walk or take a boat. Our full day sightseeingof
Venice and its neighbouring islands begins with a visit of Marcus Square. We walk through the narrow confusing
streets, bordered with elegant shops and cafes upto the Rialto Bridge overlooking the bustling main waterway of
Venice, the Grand Canal. Fromhere we take a boat back to Marcus Square. Later, during the afternoon, we take
an excursion by boat to visit the neighbouring islands of Murano and Burano. Murano is famous for its glass. We
visit a glass factory and participate in a demonstration of glass making. Then onto the island of Burano, famous
for Venetian lace. We return to Venice by boat in the evening. Overnight at hotel (breakfast and dinner).

Fri17th: Venice to Florence (via Padua, Ferrara and Bologna).
From Venice we drive to Padua and visit the Saint Antonio Basilica. After a halt at Ferrara, we reach Bologna.
Here, we visit Neptune Square, King Renzo’s Palace, the Podesta Palace and the Basilica Of Saint Petronio. We
arrive Florence in the evening. Overnight at hotel (breakfast and dinner).

Sat18th: Florence (Vino Al Vino Wine Festival).
After breakfast, we proceed for a city orientation of Florence. Then onto Panzano in Italy’s wine region of
Tuscany. Panzano has a beautiful hilltop location with some of the most attractiveviews of rural Tuscany. The
Vino Al Vino is an annual wine festival held in the main square of Panzano. Wine from many of the local wineries
is available for tasting. We buy a tasting glass each (cost included),which is our “ticket” to taste the wines on
display at the booths of about 20 wineries. There is live music and local food which adds to the festive
atmosphere. We return to Florence in the evening.
Overnight at hotel (breakfast and dinner).

Sun19th:Florence (visit Pisa and Lucca).
Today we take an excursion toPisa and Lucca. In Pisa we visit the Leaning Tower and the Basilica. We continue
onwards to Lucca and visit the Cathedral Of Saint Martino. We return to Florence during the late afternoon.
Overnight at hotel (breakfast and dinner).

Mon20th: Florence to Rome (via Padua, Ferrara and Bologna).
We will begin our day by driving through the Chianti region in Tuscany. Chianti is a vast geographic area with a
hilly landscape. We halt enroute at the picturesque village of San Gimignano and proceed fora guided tour of its
many towers and turreted houses. We continue our journey to arrive at Siena where we proceed for a guided visit
of the most important monuments. From Siena, we drive to the Eternal City– Rome. Overnight at hotel (breakfast
and dinner).

Tue21st: Rome.
Today we immerse ourselves in Roman culture from ancient to classical to modern and soak ourselves with
history. During the morning hours we visit Ancient Rome on foot– the Colosseum, the Roman Forum, Circus
Maximus, Piazza Venetia and the Trevi Fountain. Finally we make our way to the Spanish steps. The afternoon is
at leisure. You may spend sometime at the Via Condotti browsing through the many boutiques and shops before
returning to our hotel.
Overnight at hotel (breakfast and dinner).
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Wed22nd: Rome.
This morning, we visit Classic Rome– Vatican City with St. Peter’s Cathedral and the Sistine Chapel.The
afternoon is at leisure. Overnight at hotel (breakfast and dinner).

Thu23rd: Rome to Sorrento (via Naples and Pompeii).
We will begin our day by driving to Naples. Here, we proceed for a short panoramic orientation tour. We
continue our journey along the coast to arrive in Pompeii. Here we visit the excavations of thin ancient Roman
city, destroyed by the eruption of Vesuvius in 79 AD. We drive onwards to reach Sorrento. Overnight at hotel
(breakfast and dinner).

Fri24th: Sorrento (Amalfi Coast).
Today we take an excursion to the enchanting Amalfi Coast including visits to the town of Nerano and the
natural reserve ofthe Bay di Ieranto. Overnight at hotel (breakfast and dinner).

Sat25th: Sorrento (Capri).
Today’s excursion to the Isleof Capri includes visits by boat to the White Grotto, Green Grotto and the Blue
Grotto. Overnight at hotel (breakfast and dinner).

Sun26th: Sorrento to Rome airport. Onwards to Mumbai (via Istanbul).
